6. Key Words

a. Blog: Comes from weblog.

b. Post: One of your pieces of writing-could be news, information, opinion etc…

c. Archive: A collection of documents or records of a person, family, company or government. On a blog, the archive contains your past posts.

d. Comment: Opinions or ideas left by a person who has read your blog. Link: Connection to another website.

7. Tips regarding commenting

a. If you’re not the first person (you see other people’s comments), good manners are to read all the comments.

b. If you’re not the first person (you see other people’s comments), good manners are to read all the comments.

c. If you agree with one of the comments, say so (and use their name), and make your comment. You could start with: “I agree with Karla because…”

d. If you disagree and would rather comment on your disagreement, you could start with: “I disagree with Karla. My opinion is…”-Make sure you click “Submit” when you’re finished.
